The Buyer and the Seller may sign a framework agreement defining, among others, applicable
unit price within certain period with one or several Purchase Contracts to be issued by the Buyer at its sole
discretion(such acceptance cannot be unreasonably withheld by the Seller).
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1. OFFER, ACCEPTANCE
